Your Majesty, 

Your Excellencies, HELCOM Heads of State and Government, 

Distinguished Guests, 

Ladies and Gentlemen

I am excited to be here today. I have seen many summits and conferences, but nothing like this before.  

First of all, seeing all the official representatives from each Baltic Sea country is impressive. I have to congratulate you for being here - you will not be remembered as the ones who let the Baltic Sea die. 

Joint political will to save the Baltic Sea is the priority. We need cooperation between the countries to succeed and cooperation towards EU, to ensure the special case of this northern dimension.

One important thing here is the possibility to improve co-operation between public and private sector. It has been done before, but I'm convinced that environmental problems of our age are so big that we need everyone and everything in the work if like to save the world.

System of making commitments for saving the sea has shown to be innovative. Companies have made real efforts for making new innovations. This is the idea of this work. 

If these innovations are profitable, the companies are willing to invest more money to sustainable solutions in their r & d and so the whole economy moves towards sustainability and creates a possibility for Baltic sea countries to improve their economy.

And talk about Commitments: I can reveal, that Royal Dutch Shell will make a Commitment to the Baltic Sea in the near future. This is an example, that the process continues after this day.

Many of these solutions have global dimensions. Nowadays, every time you are trying to solve a problem on the local level, you need to consider solution's global effects and - this is for you decision makers - when acting on global level, you always need to think consequences on local circumstances.

To sum it up, I think we can make history today. But that requires that all of us keep on working as hard as we promise today. Let's all ensure that this Baltic Sea Action Summit will be a significant milestone towards clean Baltic Sea.
